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Learning Overview: 

On the Learning Overview page, you will see a 
credit tracker, the product you have, in-progress 
courses, and recommended courses. 

Recommended Courses populate based on your 
selected practice areas and previously viewed courses.

To view the full CLE course list, click CLE Catalog 
near the top of the page or the Browse CLE 
Courses button near your recommended courses.

CLE Catalog:

In the CLE Courses library, you can filter by 
practice area, date recorded, special 
requirements, and specialization credit, or 
simply browse the courses until you find one 
you want to watch. 

Credit hours (blue), special requirements 
credits (green), and specialization credits (grey) 
are easy to spot while you browse.

You can also search for a course by topic. 
Note that when you browse, the filters 
appear along the left side, whereas when 
you search, the filters appear along the top.
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CLE Courses:

Once you are in your chosen course, you can view 
the course by simply clicking Start this Course under 
the thumbnail picture or under the description. 

Download the course materials by clicking the 
hyperlinked document title below Course 
Materials on the right. The link to download 
the course materials will remain available as 
you view the course.

CLE Collections:

Another great way to find relevant courses is 
to browse our CLE Collections tab. We have 
Compliance collections where we’ve curated 
courses that satisfy all California State Bar 
requirements and tailored them to specific 
practice areas. 

Other collections we have include past live 
webinar Institutes, essential skills and basics 
collections, and collections with courses that 
complement each other. 
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Adjusting your Compliance Group:

Specialization Credits (LSCLE):

In your Personal Account, you can select up to 
two Specializations that you would like to track 
within the Learning platform. Once these are 
set, you'll be able to track your progress on 
these credits from your Overview page. 
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MCLE Credits & Certificates:

On the Credits & Certificates page, you can view 
the credits you've completed through CEB, check 
your progress against your compliance deadline, 
and print or save all your Certificates of Comple-
tion, organized by compliance period.

Upon admission to the State Bar of California, every attorney is assigned to a compliance group based on the first letter of 
their last name. The compliance group will always remain the same, even if your last name changes.

We automatically sort you into a compliance group based on the first letter of your last name at the time your CEB account 
was created. If that does not match your actual compliance group based on your last name at the time of admission, you can 
change your compliance group within your account settings.
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
